easidr. Rather, they aggravate the sense of what might have been; what
happiness could have been theirs had not the cruelty of war cut short a life
of promise. The sight of a Festival of Remembrance on the T.V, with the
falling poppy leaves, each representing a life given in service of the rtation,
serve only to flll those who are left with a hopeless sense of frustration. But
for the Christian, November begins with the Festival of AII Saints-when
Christians reioice in their fellowship with those who have passed on into
the nearer presence of Christ.

n r.rE sign of the activity of the Holy
\-rSpirit in rhe Church is in the fact
that he alerts the consciences of par-
ticular generations of his people to
particular truths which they need to
grasp afresh.

In this century, two facts have come
alive in a new way, and multitudes of
Churchmen are awaking to their
significance. The first is the fact of the
worldwide Church. It is no longer
possible to think of the Church simply
in terms of the parish chr.rrch in which
we worship week by week. 'The holy
Church throughout all the world' has
taken on a new meaning. It has be-
conre a living reality in our time.

Thc second fact is that of Christian
Stewardship. All that a Christian has,
he holds in trust frorn God. This in-
cludes his money. The awareness of

this fact has led to v.igorous thought
and action. but much remains to be
done; for, while inany are prepared to
work out the implications of Christian
Stewardship, many more hai,e hardly
begun to think about them. Particu-
larlf is this true in regard to the work
of the Church overseas, v,,hich js

cripplcd for lack ol funcls.
There is, in fact, a doubje challenge

before us, at home and abroad. We
tuake this statement in the faith that,
when the facts are seerl as a u,hole,
such a challenge will not iack a
generous response.

Expenditure and Sources of lncome

What are the facls? It is not a
sin-tple task to set out, as a whole, the
comnlitments and resources of the
Church, but we shall try, in broad terms,
ivithout giving any order of priority, to
show the objects ofthe Church's annual
expenditure of money and the sorrces
from which the money comes.

We must provide for those exl'icising
their ministry in the Church, both
ordaincd and Iayl for their trlining
anC their dependants. On this general
objcct, training, stipends, housing anci
pcnsions, tlie Church spends about
f,17 million a )/ear, of which about
f 13 million comes rlrrou-gh the Church
Commissioners and the balance from
the iaity.

We must provide for the upkeep of
divine worship., for- the maintonance
of cathedrals, churches, chulch halls
and other buildings, and for the wages
and supplies of thosc who r..,ork in and
about them. On these objecls our
expenditure runs at about f,9 million
a year, virtually all of which is raised
by the laity.

We must provide for a rvorthy con-
tribution by the Church in all the
spheres of educational, industrial and
social work, for its ministry to the sick
and poor, and for the central and
diocesan administration. At present
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something between f,2 million and
f,3 million is spent on these things, the
sum being less easy to estimaie because
the contributions of church societies
are not accurately known.

We must furthel include among the
Church's inescapable obligations its
support of the Church overseas. The
amount we are giving in variorrs ra'ays

for this at present is estimated at
rather less thar, f2 million a year.

There is also the burden of capital
expenditure on new buildings -
churches, church halls, colleges,
schools, parsonages. The needs vary
much from place to place and froin
year to year, but we are advised that
in our current sitnation, they represent
an annual cornnritment of something
like f6 million a year. Of this about
f500,000 comes frorn the Church
Cornmissioners, and tire baiance lrom
the Iaity.

Elere rve have lequiremetrts totalling
atrout f,36 million a year. These are
met from two sou.rces, one the endorv-
ments of the Chuch in the hands of
tl.re Churcl.r Commissioners (f l3 j
mlllion), and the other the giving of
the laity (f2Il- million througl] paro-
chial channels and perhaps another
f.l million contrib;ied through socie-
ties)" It is to be remembered that
the Church of .frrglend rcceivcs no
direct grant from the State.

What of the future ?

If we are to bc realistic we must face
the possibility of further changes in the
value of money. The need to face this
can be illustrated by the fact that the
equivalent of a stipend of f.l,000 a year
to-day in terms of purchasing power
was f,700 in 1950 and only f,350 in
.1938.

Fields for Expansion

But this is by no means all. There
are certain directions in which expan-

II JONAH: AN ON-D TESTAMENT EVANcELIST

11o book in the Old Testanrent more
1 \ closely approaches the spirit of the
Gospel than the book of Jonah, and,
alas, no other book has been so sadly
mishandled. In the course of their
misguided efforts to establish the ver-
bal infallibility of the Bible, Churchmen
of previous generations solemnly ar-
gued over the pros and cons of r,vhales
having large enough gullets to swallow
prophets. At the famous 'Monkey-
ville'trial in U.S.A., Willian Jennings
Bryan went so far as to say that if the
Bible had said that Jonah swallcwed
the whale he would believe it.

The fact is that the notorious rvhale
has little to do with ihis nagnilicent
little tale about a prophet called Jonah
who was forced against his lvill to face
the truth that the love of God is a far
bigger thing than religious orthodoxy
has often been ready to admit. Unirke
the other prophetic books in the Old
Testament, this is not a collection of
profound utterances by some great
spokesman of God but the story of a
rather unpleasant character who says
very little. It is what he does that
speaks louder than words.

Fantasy upon Fantasy

The tale is as full of fantasy as a
chapter of the Arabian Ni3,rts. It tells
ol a prophet uho was given an assign-
ment by God which he tried to evade
because it did not square with his own
ideas. To a devout and zealous Jew,
conscious of the superiority of his
faith and moral standards, pagan life
and religion were an offence to the
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nostrils. Heathenism belouled the
earth and extermination was the only
solntion. The gleat Assyrian metro-
polis of Nineveh epitomized all that
was godless, evil and poisonous.

To his horror Jonah was summoned
by the Almight),to go to Nineveh and
conduct a mission there, calling for
repentance and amendment of life.
The thought that these unspeakable
Gentiles should be given a chance to
mend their ways was so abhorrent to
Jonah that he boarded a ship sailing
in the opposite direction. But the
Lord would not let him escape. First
a tempest came which threatened to
wreck the ship. Then, when Jonah
thought to evade the hound of heaven
by drowning, a great fish was standing
by to convey him to land.

The Lord's Reproach

Forced to recogtize that he must go
through with his shameful task, Jonah
headed for Nineveh. Thele what he
had dreaded happened. On hearing the
message which the reluctant prophet
proclaimed, the Ninevites repented
en nMSSe from king to commoner.
Jonah is so disgusted that he goes off
to sulk on a hillside overlooking
the city, hoping against hope that the
Lord will change his mind and destroy
these awful Gentiles.

In a fascinating- verbal encounter
with the Almighty, Jonah revcals the
reason for his flight from his assign-
ment. He knew in his heart that if the
pagans heard the word of God they
would respond, and if they responded

Civil War
And so he sutlmoned to his side

those among the PeoPle of the tribc
of Levi whom he knew had remained
and would remain constant through-
out. Th.is rvas perhaps the saddest of
all the times which Moses had to
endure throtrghout the long years in
which he led his people' For this was

civil r.var: this was fratricide, the killing
of brother by brother. Even so, it had
to be done: and the sons of Levi fell
upon their adversaries there in the
ci-p. Before dawn the next daY,

many had fallen, and the hush of shock
and disaster had fallen.

The storY of Moses
retold by John Lastingham

Slowly and sorrowfullY, Moses

made his way once again uP into the

Mount of the Lord, retracing those

silence and the clouds were.

He would act th-rough his
servant Moses, so that his commands
and his will would be made known to
the people, But his direct presence he
would no longer give' them, because

they had indeed sinned against l-tim.
And so Moses had to be content

My harden

6 s the leaves are being swept up be
-1 lsure to put them on llre compost
heap, and for every six-inch thickness
sprinkle with a fish manure at 3 ounces
to the square yard. Those who keep
pouitry can use the poultry manLlre
instead. Some gardeners have written
to me to say that rhubarb leaves,
laurcl leavcs and even poplar leaves
are not suitable for con-rposting. This
is utterly untrue. Any type of leaf
will rot down and produce good or-
ganic matter.

Alter the apples have been carefully
picked they should be placed some-
where where the), can su'eat. During
the fortnight's sweating there should

be plenty of vent.ilation to remove the
excess moisture. The apples should
then be wrapped, each one in its l0-
inch squale piece of newspaper. Those
lvho prefer to buy the special oiled
wrapping papers may do so because
they give even better results. Don't
bother to wrap the diseased specimens
or those that are badly bruised-they
won't keep anywhere. Wrap all the
healthy apples, place them in boxes,
store them in a room where the
temperature can be kept at about
40 deg. F. By the way, do keep the
apples away from the pears.

Cutting Down

Now is the time to cut do\\,n the
tops of the great rnajoritl, of her-
baceous plants to within six inches of
soil level. These tops can go on to the
compost heap with the leaves. There
are exceptions to the rule, the out-
standing one being the Red Hot Poker.
The leaves of these plants should be
tied up to a point so as to form a little
narrorv 'bell tent' or teepee over the
crowns of each plant. These tied-up
leaves should be kept uprighc by
attaching them to a bamboo pushed

Yegetable Recipe:
Cucumber Soup

An unusual and delicious dish.
For this you need an egg, 1 cucum-
bet, l oz. ofbutter, l pint olrvater
(or white stock), 1L pint of milk,
3 tablespoonfuls of cream (pre-
ferably thick), I sprig of parsley
chopped up fine, flour to thicken
and pepper and salt to taste.

Method

First pccl the cucuruber thinly
and then cut it completely in half
lengthways. Remove all the seeds
and cut the rcmainder of the flesh
into pieces about half an inch
square. Put the butter into a
frying pan and melt it slowly,
adding flour to thicken it. Then
add the water or white stock and
bring the whole to the boil slowly.
Now add thc cucumber picces
cover with salt and pcpper and
simmer until they are tender. Pour
the soup thus rrade through a
sieve and 'press dorvn' the cooked
cucumber portions into a purde.
Return the liquid and pur6e to
the pan and, having heated the
trilk, add it gradualJl,, stirring ail
the tine. Beat up the cgg into the
cream thoroughly and, having taken
the pan off the flame, stir tlie crearn
and egg into tne soup. i.iorv serve
while piping hot, having sprinkled
some chopped parsley over the top,
