Mixed Marriages
The Roman Catholic theologian Hans Kung

has suggested that the Catholic Church recognise
the vairdity of mixed marriages in non-Roman
Catholic churches and that it give parents full
freedom to determine the religious tlaining of
their children.

New Testament Study

Before the Grspels
The Rev. Owen Everson, M.A., Chaplain of Wycliffe
Hall, Oxford, tells how the Gospels came into being.

III YOU }IIED A SYSTTill

The way in which the teaching of
Jesus was organised to serve the

needs of Christian teachers.

IESUS \,\,ROTE NONE OF HIS
J teaching down. No modern
teacher would place such reliance
upon the memories of his pupils.
The very existence of the Gospels
shows that the memories of the
disciples were worthy of the trust.
But the disciples did not burden
themselves with unnecessary detail.
Very few recollections have snrvived
of where and when Jesus gave His
teaching. Occasionaily there are
notes giving the apprcximate time
and place of a parable or a group of
sayings, but these are ferv and may
not always be accurate. What
Jesus said was more important to
remember than where or when He
said it. This means tl-rat the order
of the teaching in the Gospels is not
to be regarded as chronological.
There is order-but an order depend-
ent upon subject matter rather than
upon time.

CLARITY
The need to organise the traditions

about Jesus into some coherent
system must have been felt at a very
early stage in the Church's life.
Stimulus to this process came from
the requirements of Christian teach-
ers. New converts were coming
into the Church, sometimes in large
numbers. As soon as Christianity
spread beyond Palestine new Chris-

tians had no previous knowledge of
Christ and His teachins. It seems
from the Acts of the A"postles that
people were often baptised after
only a very short period of instruc-
tion. There was an urgent need,
therefore, once people were members
of the Church, to give systematic
instruction about the Christian r,vav
of life. We know that there werl
men in the New Testament Church
whose job it was to teach. These
are the men who were responsible
for arranging the teaching of Jesus
in a systematic way.

COLLECT!ONS
Souretimes we find sayings of

Jesus which were obviously spoken
separately, but which have been
grouped to assist the memory. "For
everyone rvill be salted with fire.
Salt is a good thing; but if the salt
loses its saltness, what will you
season it with? Have salt in your-
selves; and be at peace with one
another." (St. Mark 9, 49, 50).
Here are three independent sayings,
all employing the metaphor of salt.
This little collection is attached to
the previous verse in the chapter by
the link-word "fire".

This collection is very small.
Much larger ones are to be found in
the Gospels. For instance, St. Mark
chapter 4 consists of flve parables
about the Kingdom of God. At thc
end of the chapter St. Mark writes:
"With many such parables He would
give them His message, as far as they
were able to receive it." The
chapter is a collection, and a

selection from a larger number ol'
parables which Jesr-rs wns known to
have told, sorne of wlrich u,e now
read iu the othcr Gospels. We can
imagine a Cltristian teacher, before
the writing of St. Mark's Gospel,
using thc parablcs now in St. Mark
chapter 4 and explaining to his
hearcrs: "This is hclw Jcsus used to
teach. "

THE TEACHER'S GOSPEL
The Gospel which above all is

organised to suit the needs of
teachers is St. Matthew's. This
Gospel was the most popular in the
early Clrtrrclr. becurrse it is compre-

hensive, and bectruse it presents the
teaching of Jesus systematically.
There are five long sections of
teaching in a narrative framework:
Christian Discipleship (chapters 5-7) ;
Instructions for Mission (10);
Parables of the Kingdom (13);
the Christian Community (18); and
the Coming of the Son of Man
(24-25). The over-all scheme js the
evangelist's; but into it he has
inccrporated collections which teach-
ers before him had used. The
Gospels sprang from the life of the
Christian community. They have
been shaped by the work of many
unknown hands.

Friends in various religious orders
tell me of the same sense of re-
awakening vitality and love they
find with members of Continental
religious houses who come over
and stay with them.

Roman Catholics are often sur-
prised to flnd how similar our
services are-and we are frequently
amazed to find how much simpler
their services are than our own.
Ritual aud formality are being
dispensed with more and more, and
only the pure'shape' of the service
remains. In many Continental
Roman churches to-day communi-
cants do not kneel. They walk up
quietly to the chancel steps, stand
there, receive the Sacrament, then
turn and walk back to their places.
There is a sirnplicity, a lack of
distraction, which is both moving and
helpful. It is probably the nearest
thing we have to the primitive
rite, where the early Christians
did not kneel-a custom introduced
much later in history.

A Book Vlforth Reading
..THE RADIANT LTFE''
By Nancy B. Zastrow (Concordia l5/)

This is a book written by a woman for
women, and it is certainly worth hearing
what she has to say, for she writes as a
housewife and mother who knows what it
is to try to live the Cl-rristian life fully,
victoriously in our present-day world.

It is 1ight, easy reading, the sort of book
you can pick up and put down at a
moment's notice, without feeling you have
lost the thread of things! It is immensely
honest and also practical, and does not
try to camouflage unpalatable truths, as
when she says: "Recognising Christ is a
little unsettling. We really aren't sure we
want more than an ecclesiastical fire
insurance policy . Must we really live
that victorious and unworldly life?"

It deals with life inside the Church,
inside the family, and in the world, not
opting out of it and all its difficulties and
pioblems. I think this book is worth
reading and would help many of us to a
fuller life.

The Vicar of
Headington, the Rev. Robin Aostey, in a recent magazine pointed out the
obsolete reason for this practice and announced that in future both
Churchwardens should be the nominees,of the parishioners. In common
with our mother parish, our owq Vicar this year abrogated his prerogative
of nominating a Churchwarden, and our two Churchwardens are both
now democratically elected.

The duties of Churchwardens comprise the business and financial
side of parochial activity, particulady the collection and apportioning of
alms, and the care and preservation of the fabrics and furnishings of the
church. They have also power to eject unruly parishioners who disturb
divine worship !
